tissue culture or embryo of any such 
animal;

of any law of any foreign state. 
(2) Subject to the regulations, no person 
shall, except under and in accordance with 
a permit issued pursuant to subsection 
10(1), import into Canada or export from 
Canada any animal or plant, or any part or 
derivative of an animal or plant. 
(3) Subject to the regulations, no person 
shall, except under and in accordance with 
a permit issued pursuant to subsection 
10(1), transport from one province to 
another province any animal or plant, or 
any part or derivative of an animal or plant.
